The Coast Guard will establish 34 permanent safety zones for fireworks displays at 

various locations within the geographic boundary of the Fifth Coast Guard District. 

This action is necessary to protect the life and property of the maritime public from the 

hazards posed by fireworks displays.  Entry into or movement within these zones    

during the enforcement periods is prohibited without approval of the appropriate   

Captain of the Port. 

All waters of Morehead City Harbor Channel that fall within a 360 yard radius of      

latitude 34[deg]43'01'' N, 076[deg]42'59.6'' W, a position located at the west end of 

Sugar Loaf Island, NC. 

It is recommended that the raft-up take place on the east end  of Sugarloaf                

Island.  Sugar Loaf Island is right across from the Sanitary Fish Market and           

Restaurant in Morehead City.  See the USCG safety zone latitude and longitude for
